Kylemore Abbey hosts exhibition 

by artist Sara Kyne this July

As part of its ongoing cultural programme, Kylemore Abbey hosts an exhibition of work by Galway-based artist Sara Kyne on 2 July this year. Taking place in the main Abbey building, the exhibition is a series of paintings Sara has been exclusively working on over the past 18 months, based on images of Kylemore itself.

With unlimited access and over many visits, Sara has created a sequence of images referencing the people, ancient pathways, walled gardens, farm, Gothic church, Abbey and landscape of the entire estate to form a rich and vibrant reflection of life at Kylemore.

Born in Waterford and raised in Dublin, Sara spent many years abroad including periods of time with Native Indians and at remote locations in Western Canada, and studying and teaching in Mexico – two experiences united by her interest in and fascination with different cultures and communities. These same concerns led her to teach children from the travelling community in Ireland, and are evident in the attention and enthusiasm she has for the community at Kylemore. 

Sara returned to Ireland ten years ago and now lives in Galway, where she works as a full-time professional artist. She paints a variety of subject matter – landscapes, interiors, figures – and has a keen interest in portraiture, particularly enjoying painting children. 


The Kylemore collection of paintings has been her sole focus for over a year and a half, and visitors to Kylemore can enjoy this suite of images in the Abbey as part of their entrance fee on 2 July.
